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Excellence in BSF Awards 2008

The aim of the Excellence in BSF Awards 2008 is to recognise best practice in Building Schools for the Future and to showcase how this unprecedented programme is already making a real difference to students, teachers and local communities up and down the country. 

The Awards will both celebrate the excellent examples of transformation within BSF schools and recognise the work that is going on at earlier phases of BSF in local authorities. 

Best Design for a Remodelled School

For this category, the judges will be looking for evidence of excellence in design in a refurbished BSF school. Of particular interest will be features that enable and facilitate 21st century teaching practices. The panel will also be interested in ways in which the refurbishment makes best use of innovative furniture and equipment to help transform the learning environment. 

This category is for all participants in projects that are either already operational or have had planning approval. 

They will be assessed according to the following criteria:

· Transformation: solving some key problems for the school within the constraints of an existing site

· Agility: Flexibility of furniture and equipment; adaptability to suit a range of learning options in the future

· Identity: enhancing the character and ethos of a school that users and community feel proud of

· Partnership: Strong partnership working including pupil, staff and user involvement 

· Sustainability: reusing existing facilities in new ways and reducing waste and energy

· Value: Sustained value for money through appropriate upgrading 

Entrants should submit a case-study style summary of their project meeting as many of the category criteria as possible.

Submissions must be kept to 4 sides of A4 and you must type within the boxes.

In addition, nominations should include relevant A3 drawings showing the following information (please keep to a maximum of 8 A3 drawings). Site location plan, showing access and location 
· Floor plans showing rooms and their relationship to the outside where relevant 
· Areas of new build, major and minor refurb and demolition
· Landscape plan 
· Plans showing adaptability and flexibility of options for room divisions and furniture layouts in a typical suite of rooms 

· 3D artists impressions (or photomontages) showing how the school will look in the community, and how it will feel in the heart of the building(s) 
· Sections showing how basic details and how the ventilation and daylighting will work 
· Evidence of the form of building in relation to its context and the materials used 
· Evidence of other sustainable features of the building 
For all project awards, you must consult with the public sector partner.
