- implement a 14 – 19 strategy that engages all students; 

- develop Children’s Integrated Services and extended schooling to meet the needs of the school and wider communities; and

- increase inclusion in ways that enable full access, participation and achievement for all; 

· A commitment to sustainability

· Strong partnership working with range of stakeholder groups

· Clear plans for change management in place

· Appropriate resources identified to manage implementation

· Success measures identified and agreed 

Entrants should submit a case-study style summary of their project, with evidence that demonstrates how they meet as many of the category criteria as possible.

Submissions must be kept to 4 sides of A4 and you must type within the boxes.
